National OHS Review

3. Defences should be broad in nature and include
provision for compliance through the utilisation of
practical guidance published by the regulator that has
developed with industry or advice from inspectors.

4. That directors and others concerned with the
management of the business cannot be automatically
deemed guilty of an offence when the corporation has
breached a duty.

5. That the regulator should have a positive duty
to provide practical safety guidance and advice.

6. That prosecution should only be undertaken by
an independent prosecutor of the crown and
that the right to a moiety should not be allowed.

7. That defendants under model legislation should
have full statutory right to appeal to superior
courts.
