Members of the Association can also submit entries on behalf of their favourite journalist by sending
the Association a copy of the news story or photo as it appeared in publication or on air, along with an
application form.

Entries are encouraged in six categories — city print, city broadcast (radio and television), country
print, country radio, country television and news photography. A $2,000 prize will be awarded to the
winner of each of these categories, as judged by an esteemed panel of respected media
personalities.

Winners of each category will be chosen from a shortlist of finalists and announced at the NSW
Farmers’ Association Annual Conference in July 2010.
